(NRSS) A PANACEA TO ROAD TRAFFIC CRASH REDUCTION
The national Road Safety Strategy (NRSS) 2011-2020 is a
document developed using a safe system approach namely ROAD,
HEALTH, ESTABLISMENT, VEHICLE and the USERS. The
document as brain child of the Corps was developed out of the
first Global Ministerial conference on Road Safety convened in
2019 and the subsequent declaration of the Decade of action on
Road Safety (2011-2020).
The document set a far ambitious vision for road safety by seeking
to achieve “A county where road crashes results in no death”
The Corps as lead agency is responsible to articulate, develop and
coordinate all processes in driving the NRSS under the National
Stakeholders Council. The Corps in this regard is focused and is in
right track to achieving the objective of the implementation of the
National Road Safety Strategy.
Through the steps that are necessary, the Corps secured the
passage of the NRSS document at the National Assembly and the
subsequent approval by the president and Commander-in-Chief of
the Federal Republic of Nigeria. The Corps again under the present
leadership quickly published for the composition and inauguration
of the National Road Safety Committee as headed by the Vice
President as required by the document. The Corps never relent but
continue to be focused as it recently carried out a sensitization
workshop on the implementation of the NRSS document where
stakeholders were drawn from the Military and sister Paramilitary
organization to start with.
Further commitment to the engagement of other stakeholders is
therefore desirable in view of the need for the entrenchment of
road safety ideals in the society. At the end of the tunnel when
the requirement of NRSS document must have been implemented,
safety consciousness would be high thereby bringing down the rate
of road crashes.
